HOW THEY FEEL USING WORDS BY USING VISUAL CUES INSTEAD.

Tips for parents:
•	 With your child, draw a range of expressions on a blank piece of paper –  

or you can use the faces below to help you get started. 
•	 Ask your child to point to two or three of the faces that show how they felt during the day. 
•	 Share some of the emotions you had during the day to encourage your kids to share their feelings.
